Whole Armor of God 
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Daniel 10:1 - Observations 

 Third year of Cyrus King of Persia 

• Daniel served until the 1st year of King Cyrus (Daniel 1: 21) 

 Official public career 

– STARTED: 3 yrs after taken by Nebuchadnezzar 

– Why 3 years? 

» Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael and Azariah were in training. 

• The visions in Chapters 10-12 occur in the 3rd year 

 Daniel is in his eighties 

 Daniel is retired 

 Two years after Jews allowed to return to Jerusalem to rebuild their temple 

– 2 Chronicles 36:23,32 

– Ezra 1:1-3 

– Ezekiel 2:64-65 

 

10 In the third year of Cyrus king of Persia a message was revealed to Daniel, whose name 
was called Belteshazzar. The message was true, but the appointed time was long; and he 
understood the message, and had understanding of the vision.  

21 Thus Daniel continued until the first year of King Cyrus. 

Only 49,697 Jews Returned  
To Jerusalem in the 1st Year 
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Daniel 10:2 - Observations 

 Mourning Three Full Weeks 

• Daniel was in morning for 3 full weeks - 21 days 

• Why do you think Daniel was mourning? 

 One possibility: Linked to receiving the message he now reveals 

– Verse 1 suggests ... 

» He first receives the message 

» Maybe in the form of a vision 

» Then he receives its interpretation  

» In a vision 

» Described in the rest of the book 

» The message and vision are so disturbing 

» That he mourns 

 My View: Daniel is mourning the slow progress in rebuilding the Temple 

– Ezra details issues related to rebuilding the temple 

» Cyrus issues decree to let Jews rebuild their temple 

» Efforts were thwarted by locals 

 2 In those days I, Daniel, was mourning three full weeks. 
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Daniel 10:3 - Observations 

 Daniel’s Fast - Not an “absolute” fast 

• How long? 

 Three whole weeks - 21 days ... This will be important later 

 In the original ... “week of days” 

• Food 

 No pleasant food 

 No meat 

• Drink 

 No wine 

• Anointing 

 No lotions - used for hygiene 

• Reminiscent of Chapter 1’s 10-Day fast 

 FOOD: Vegetables (v12), None of the King’s delicacies (v8) 

 DRINK: Water (v12)

– Usually occurs in September-October on the Gregorian calendar

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Daniel 10:5-6 - Observations 

 Certain man clothed in linen 

• Who is this “certain” man”? 

 Some scholars say Gabriel the Archangel 

 Some scholars say Jesus (Christophany - Theophany) 

 Some scholars say an Angel under Michael 

• Linen 

 Symbol of sanctity 

– Worn by Priests - Aaronic Priesthood (Exodus 28:42) 

– Worn by Prophets (Jeremiah 13:1) 

– Worn by Angels (Revelation 15:6)

Not mentioned by name - as elsewhere 

Similar description of Jesus in Rev 1:13-16 

My View 
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Daniel 10:7 - Observations 

 Daniel, alone saw the vision 

• Apparently Daniel had company when the vision came 

• Something caused them to flee and hide themselves 

 In great terror 

• Only Daniel “sees” the Vision - others did not see 

 Does not rule our the possibility that they “heard” something 

 Like Saul on the Damascus road (Acts 9:7) 

7 And I, Daniel, alone saw the vision, for the men who were with me did not see the vision; 
but a great terror fell upon them, so that they fled to hide themselves.  

7 And the men who journeyed with him stood 
speechless, hearing a voice but seeing no one. 8 Then 
Saul arose from the ground, and when his eyes were 
opened he saw no one. But they led him by the hand 
and brought him into Damascus. 9 And he was three 
days without sight, and neither ate nor drank. 

The Damascus Road: Saul Converted 
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Daniel 10:8 - Observations 

 No strength 

• Notice Daniel did not experience the same terror as his companions 

• Daniel’s vigor was turned to frailty 

• He was sapped of his strength 

 Mentioned twice in this verse 

 Later 

– Angel touches Daniel and strengthen him (v18) 

– Angel commands Daniel to “Be Strong” (v19) 

8 Therefore I was left alone when I saw this great vision, and no strength remained in me; 
for my vigor was turned to frailty in me, and I retained no strength.  
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Daniel 10:9 - Observations 

 Daniel hears the words while in a deep sleep 

• Yet 

 Even though his strength has left him  

 Daniel hears the words of the angel 

 While face down on the ground 

 In a “deep sleep” 

– This phraseology is mentioned twice in Genesis 

– Can you name the two accounts in Genesis? 

 

 

9 Yet I heard the sound of his words; and while I heard the sound of his words I was in a 
deep sleep on my face, with my face to the ground.  
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Daniel 10:9 - Observations 

 Daniel hears the words while in a deep sleep 

• Yet 

 Even though his strength has left him  

 Daniel hears the words of the angel 

 While face down on the ground 

 In a “deep sleep” 

– This phraseology is mentioned twice in Genesis 

– Can you name the two accounts in Genesis? 

» Genesis 2 ... Adam is put in a deep sleep by God (v21) 

» 1st biopsy in history 

» Creates Eve 

» Genesis 15 ... Abram falls into deep sleep (v12) 

» God’s Covenant with Abram - before name change to Abraham 

» Land grant to Abram and his descendants

4-9 

God always answers 
prayers - just not always 
as we expect. 

I resolve to seek God’s will in my 
life and accept His answers to 
my prayers and fastings.

 Daniel is touched by an angel 

• The touch caused Daniel to tremble 

 Later (v18) we’ll see the angel touch will bring strength 

• Note Daniel is on his hands and knees 

10 Suddenly, a hand touched me, which made me tremble on my knees and on the palms of 
my hands.   
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Daniel 10:11 - Observations 

 Man greatly beloved 

• Daniel is again referred to as “beloved” or “highly esteemed” 

 New Testament - John is referred to as the “beloved” 

 Both received apocalyptic visions 

• Daniel is commanded to... 

 Understand the words 

 Stand upright 

 Because angel is sent by God to Daniel 

– In response to Daniel’s Mourning - Prayer & Fasting 

– Angel is about to give Daniel the vision  

» Recorded in Chapters 11 & 12 

 Daniel complies with the angel’s command to standing up 

– While the angel was still speaking  

– While Daniel was still trembling 

11 And he said to me, “O Daniel, man greatly beloved, understand the words that I speak to 
you, and stand upright, for I have now been sent to you.” While he was speaking this word 
to me, I stood trembling. 

We need to respond to God in the same way. 
When God says jump,  
we need to say “how high”,  
on the way up! 
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Daniel 10:12 - Observations 

 From the first day you set your heart to understand 

• Understand what? 

 Daniel is seeking God concerning the future of his people - the Jews 

 Currently they are trying to rebuild the temple with much opposition (Ezra) 

• Means and methods to seek to understand? 

 Humble yourself before your God 

– With mourning 

– With prayer and fasting 

• Daniel’s prayers were heard by God 

 Angel was dispatched by God 

 To answer Daniel’s prayers 

• When was the angel dispatched by God? 

 21 Days ago --- what took so long? 

12 Then he said to me, “Do not fear, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your heart to 
understand, and to humble yourself before your God, your words were heard; and I have 
come because of your words.   
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Daniel 10:13 - Observations 

 Prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me 

• Who is the Prince of the kingdom of Persia? 

 A fallen angel under the command of Satan 

 Responsible for the region of Persia (Iran) 

• Dispatched angel sent by God to Daniel 

 Is withstood by fallen angel of Persia 

 For 21 Days - full length of Daniel’s Fast - “three full weeks” 

• Chief Prince Michael is sent to help Daniel’s dispatched angel 

 Michael is one of three archangel whose names are recorded in the scriptures 

– Michael - captain of the Lords army, Angel of Israel, warrior angel 

– Gabriel - messenger angel, always associated with Messianic messages 

– Lucifer - fell with 1/3 of the angels, Isaiah 14, Ezekiel 28, pride of Satan

A prince is the son of a King.  

All angels are created beings, 
and are referred to as “sons of 
God” - making them princes. 

Power Behind the 
King Addressed 
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Daniel 10:13 - Observations 

 Kings of Persia 

• Notice the second reference to Persia involves “kings” - plural 

 Multiple rulers of Persia in the spiritual world 

• Something to Ponder:  Do you think there is a prince of America? 

• This verse provides evidence for a hierarchical structure in the spirit world 

 Fallen angelic kingdom - kingdom of darkness 

– Ephesians 6:12 provide a little more evidence 

» NOT Flesh and blood 

» Principalities 

» Powers 

» Rulers of the darkness of this age 

» Spiritual hosts of wickedness in heavenly places 

– Do not confuse fallen angels with demons 

» Demons are disembodied spirits 

» Angels have bodies - multi-dimensional bodies w/special capabilities

 Kings of Persia 

• This verse provides evidence for a hierarchical structure in the spirit world 

 God’s Holy angelic kingdom - kingdom of light  

– Archangels 

– Cherubim - Seraphim 

» Four around the Throne 

» Revelation 4:7 

• Spiritual War - will reach heaven 

 Revelation 12: 7-9

7 And war broke out in heaven: Michael and his angels 
fought with the dragon; and the dragon and his angels 
fought, 8 but they did not prevail, nor was a place 
found for them in heaven any longer.

 I have come to make you understand 

• Angel’s purpose was to make Daniel understand 

 Understanding is what Daniel was seeking 

– Mourning, praying and fasting 

• Make Daniel “understand“ what? 

 What will happen to your people in the latter days 

– Specifically the vision presented in chapters 11 & 12 

– Your people - the Israelites 

– Latter days - Greek to Final kingdom 

– Many days yet to come - been ~2500 years since vision given 

14 Now I have come to make you understand what will happen to your people in the latter 
days, for the vision refers to many days yet to come.”

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Daniel 10:15 - Observations 

 Daniel responds to the angel’s words 

• Looks toward the ground 

 Humble reverence 

– Lot ... Genesis 19:1  

• Is speechless 

 Many today who claim to have spoke with God are arrogant 

– Prideful 

– No sense of awe 

– No sense of terror 

– No sense of fear 

15 When he had spoken such words to me, I turned my face toward the ground and 
became speechless.    

19 Now the two angels came to Sodom in the evening, 
and Lot was sitting in the gate of Sodom. When Lot 
saw them, he rose to meet them, and he bowed 
himself with his face toward the ground. 
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Daniel 10:16-17 - Observations 

 Likeness of the sons of men touched my lips 

• Likeness - appearance of a man 

 Angel with the appearance of a man 

– Touches Daniel’s lips 

– Reminiscent of Isaiah’s vision (Isaiah 6:6-8) 

» Isaiah is acutely aware of his sinfulness 

» Angel touches his lips with hot coal 

 Daniel speaks 

– Confesses his weakness 

» Again mentions his lack of strength 

» Angel will address this in verse19 

– Reason for being overwhelmed  

» The sorrowful vision  

16 And suddenly, one having the likeness of the sons of men touched my lips; then I 
opened my mouth and spoke, saying to him who stood before me, “My lord, because of the 
vision my sorrows have overwhelmed me, and I have retained no strength.    17 For how 
can this servant of my lord talk with you, my lord? As for me, no strength remains in me 
now, nor is any breath left in me.”  

6 Then one of the seraphim flew to 
me, having in his hand a live 
coal which he had taken with the 
tongs from the altar. 7 And he 
touched my mouth with it, and said: 
“Behold, this has touched your lips; 
Your iniquity is taken away, 
And your sin purged.” 
8 Also I heard the voice of the Lord, 
saying: “Whom shall I send, 
And who will go for Us?” Then I 
said, “Here am I! Send me.” 
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Daniel 10:18 - Observations 

 Daniel is touched by the angel with appearance of a man 

• Daniel is immediately strengthened 

 The initial touch of the angel (v10) brought trembling 

 

18 Then again, the one having the likeness of a man touched me and strengthened me.    
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Daniel 10:19 - Observations 

 Angel with appearance of a man addresses Daniel 

• O man greatly beloved 

 Again Daniel is referred to as “beloved” 

• Commands Daniel 

 Fear not! 

 Peace be to you 

 Be strong  

– States command 

– Then immediately restates command for emphasis 

– We are commanded to “be strong” in the LORD 

• Daniel replies to let the angel know 

 He has been strengthened 

 He is ready for the vision 

 

19 And he said, “O man greatly beloved, fear not! Peace be to you; be strong, yes, be 
strong!”  So when he spoke to me I was strengthened, and said, “Let my lord speak, for 
you have strengthened me.”  

10 Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord and in 
the power of His might.11 Put on the whole armor 
of God, that you may be able to stand against the 
wiles of the devil.  

 --- Ephesians 6:10-11 -- NKJV 
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Daniel 10:20 - Observations 

 Do you know why I have come to you? 

• Rhetorical question now since... 

 The angel just informed Daniel why he has come 

– Note that this chapter is the prelude to chapters 11 & 12 vision 

 I must return to fight the prince of Persia 

• Angel must return to the battle  

 After his mission with Daniel is complete 

• When the angel leaves 

 The prince of Greece will come 

 When is Daniel recording this event? 

– Time of Cyrus the Great  

– During the Persian Empire 

» Greek Empire is more than 200 years into the future 

20 Then he said, “Do you know why I have come to you? And now I must return to fight 
with the prince of Persia; and when I have gone forth, indeed the prince of Greece will 
come.    

Another fallen angel under Satan’s command. 
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Daniel 10:21 - Observations 

 Scripture of Truth 

• God’s Holy Word 

 No one upholds me against these except Michael your prince 

• Who are the “these”? 

 The prince of Persia (fallen angel under Satan’s command) 

 The prince of Greece (fallen angel under Satan’s command) 

• Michael is the prince of Israel (Holy archangel under God’s command) 

 Michael is the defender of Israel 

 All other nations  (princes under Satan’s command) are against Israel 

21 But I will tell you what is noted in the Scripture of Truth. (No one upholds me against 
these, except Michael your prince. 

7 And war broke out in heaven: Michael and his angels fought with the dragon; and the dragon 
and his angels fought, 8 but they did not prevail, nor was a place found for them in heaven any 
longer. 9 So the great dragon was cast out, that serpent of old, called the Devil and Satan, who 
deceives the whole world; he was cast to the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.
