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                       aul sets forth some of the strongest arguments for the deity of 
the Lord Jesus Christ.  He argues that Christ shares the same 
characteristics of God and that He is equal with the Father.  
Because of Jesus Christ’s relationship with the Father, the 
Father highly exalted Him and gave Him the highest name, 
which “is above every Name.”  As all confess the Lordship of 
Jesus, God the Father receives the glory!
